Daniel Z. Warnaar was born to Cornelius H. Warnaar and Mayme Zandee on July 12, 1937. He died on November 9, 2023. Mr. Warnaar, whose nickname throughout his life was Don, lived in Garfield, NJ. He graduated from William Paterson University, earning a BS degree in Education in 1959 and an MS in Administration in 1965. His career included being a 5th grade teacher and principal at John Y. Dater School in Ramsey, NJ. He was instrumental in creating Dater Dateline, a daily television morning newcast involving 4th and 5th graders writing, starring and producing each episode, including operating the equipment.

He owned several throughout the years, but his favorite was in 1965 Chrysler 300L which he bought new. He was a member of the Chrysler 300 Club International for over 50 years. 

Mr. Warnaar's other collections included Coca-Cola memorabilia and petroliana which included gas station signs, globes, etc. Don loved to travel by car and visited all 48 contiguous states, including National Parks and historical memorials.

Mr. Warnaar was a member and Deacon of Old Paramus Reformed Church. He was predeceased by his sister Judith in May, 2021. He was survived by many friends and neighbors.
